Cousins Chart 
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This chart shows relationships to you (your second cousin may call your grand-aunt her “grandmother”). The term “once removed” means 

they are one generation removed from you. Your first, second, and third cousin are all the same generation as you.  Note some 

relationships have multiple possibilities, for example, your “second cousin, once removed” could be children of your second cousin, or of 

your first cousin-twice removed. Second cousins share a great-grandparent, and third a great-great grandparent, and so on. 
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
